Konnotasie en denotasie (p.11)

Konnotasie en denotasie verwys na die betekenis van woorde en hoe ons woorde interpreteer. Elke
woord het 'n denotatiewe en konnotatiewe betekenis.

Denotasie (of denotatiewe betekenis) verwys na die feitelike betekenis van 'n woord. Dit word ook die
“woordeboekbetekenis” genoem. Dit is die betekenis van 'n woord wat ons kry wanneer ons die woord
in ‘n woordeboek opsoek.

Konnotasie (of die konnotatiewe betekenis) verwys na die figuurlike betekenis van 'n woord. Dit is die
persoonlike betekenis wat elke persoon aan 'n woord heg. Die konnotasies van woorde sal m.a.w van
persoon tot persoon verskil. Konnotasies kan negatief of positief wees.

Voorbeeld:

“Vuur”

Denotasie: Verbranding met vlamme of gloed; hitte en lig as gevolg van branding; brand (HAT, 4
uitgawe, 2010).

Konnotasie (positief): Kaggelvuur in die winter, braaivleis, kamp.

Konnotasie: (negatief): Pyn en verwoesting.

Connotation and denotation (p. 11)

Connotation and denotation refers to the meaning of words and how we interpret words. Every word
has a denotative and connotative meaning.

“Denotasie” /Denotation (or denotative meaning) refers to the factual meaning of a word. It is also
called the “dictionary meaning” of a word. This is the meaning of a word you will find when you look up
the word in a dictionary.

“Konnotasie” / Connotation (or connotative meaning) refers to the figurative meaning of a word. This
is the personal meaning every person associates with a particular word. Connotations of word will
therefore differ from person to person. Connotations can be either negative or positive.

Example:
“fire”

Denotation: The state of burning, in which substances combine with oxygen from the air and give out
light, heat, and smoke (Oxford English Dictionary, 7™ edition, 2012).

Connotation (positive): Fireplace in winter, braaivleis / barbeque, camping.

Connotation (negative): Pain and destruction.
