[bookmark: _GoBack]You are required to study the following chapters of the prescribed book for examination purposes:
Chapter 1: Introduction and terminology dilemma
Chapter 3: The nature and extent of child and youth misbehaviour in South Africa
Chapter 4: Criminogenic risk factors for youth offenders
Chapter 9: The prevention and control of youth misbehaviour in South Africa
Also note that chapter 11: “Juvenile offenders in South African criminal law” is important for examination (MCQ) purposes.

Format of the exam paper:
Section A consists of 25 MCQ (note that this section is compulsory to complete) – you will need to study chapter 1, 3, 4, 9 and 11 of the prescribed book
Section B contains 4 paragraph-type questions of which you must answer two (ONE 15 mark question and ONE 10 mark question).

For the 15 mark question you will not be penalised for structure, however a short introduction to the topic, one definition and a conclusion is preferred (see announcement no 4 ‘how to approach paragraph-type questions’).
For the 10 mark question you are required to write a paragraph. This does not mean you should give a summary of 10 facts! The topic should be fully discussed (Note: for the 10 mark question you are not required to give an introduction, definition or conclusion).



Exam questions – guidelines for the 15 mark and 10 mark questions:
The following questions are not a demarcation per se, but will assist you to prepare for the examination. These questions are the type of questions you can expect to receive in the exam.
The feedback (TL201 and comments) to Assignment 01 is also very important to take into account. It will also help you to prepare and know what to expect for the exam.

Possible 15 Mark questions
· Discuss the characteristics of child and youth offences in relation to school performance, family integration, drug and alcohol use, exposure to violence and victimisation and risk taking and peer influence.
· Discuss the nature of sibling abuse with special reference to the physical, psychological and sexual types.
· Discuss gangsterism as an occurrence, and categories of youth offences in South Africa.
· Discuss criminogenic risk factors on an individual level including psychosocial factors.

Possible 10 Mark question 
· Discuss court procedures and imprisonment as part of tertiary prevention.
· Discuss the role of mentors in the prevention of youth misbehaviour and crime.
· Discuss youth homicide in South Africa.
· Discuss antisocial peer associations.
