Human right> something human claim according > accepted standard morality.
Analysing statements> Think clearly + precisely= major task in philosophy.
PLATO> 1st philosopher think clearly
· Greece 428-347BC
· What- truth?, What goodness?, what- justice?
EMPIRICISM> Focus searching objective truth
· Knowledge based, experience ourselves= “experience-ism”- 5 senses.
· Know something experience through senses/ check scientifically.
· Origins British+ American philosophy.
· Helps us> Understand how physical world operates, Test truth, Refute- false, Respect natural laws, learn- experience.
X    Too much emphasis- science, ignores values, humans= machines, ignores anything not scientifically explained, confines truth. 
Linguistic Analysis> find exact meaning – words/ sentence+ symbols
Must be true> statements – 2 categories:
1. Mathematical statement
2. ‘Is”/ “Is not”- must be true / false by definition.
· Helps us> Think clearly, Spot hidden assumptions- arguments, be precise- mean, aware dishonesty + manipulation.
X  Moral problems, Life choices, Facing morality, suffering.
20 Century= Ludwig Writgenstein + Bertrand Russel ( 1872- 1970) – All philosophical problems solved- linguistic bases exposed.

1. Logic
2. Linguistic meaning
3. Verifiable facts
Logic symbolism + argument> Basic structure- truth, sentences tells facts.
CRITICAL RATIONALISM> ?/ scientific rationalism
· Focus avoiding falsity
· Are we sure we’re right?
· Tool- classification types false argument.
=Method enquiry in philosophy encourages questioning
Greece> Socrates 470 – 399 BC, challenge existing beliefs+ ideas
· Open mindness, antidogmatic+ anti authoritarian 
· Essential future + true democracy
· Aim- don’t believe false things, be objective.
Problems- Values> morals not the same as science
· Helps us ?authority tells us, open- others, examine own options, more tolerant+ understanding, solve problems.
X      Quick decisions, find meaning- life, deal dishonest people, feel secure, suffering.
 Types of false argument:
1. Name- calling> attacking person and not the persons opinion= “ Fallacy of the ad hominem argument”
2. False cause effect> claiming action has an effect.
3. Falsely representing opinion to discredit it> straw man argument
4. Appeal to emotion> fear
5. False argument> popularity
Today 3 examples abusive behaviour:
1. Climategate> scientists manipulated + distorted weather data- prove 20th century earth heat up = human activity (carbon emissions)
2. The paedophilia scandal in roman catholic church (RCC)> Church authorities covered up priests molesting young boys.
3. The financial crisis 2007-2008> After 9/11 2001, banks allowed people take loans 1% interest rate> people unable to pay back= bank write money off.
EXISTENTIALISM> Asks ? meaning life ( existence- ism)
Michel Foucault> French philosopher 1984
· All institutions distorts life+ destroys innocence- human soul
· Human beings essentially free + uninformed.
· Modern life dominated institutions> rules + regulations “ Are you yourself”
· Helps us> ? peoples ideas + values, more open- ourselves, trust instincts, spot fakes, enjoy life.
X	Too trusting, Confusing, lead- despair, helpless+ angry, disruptive.
Nihilists> People believe life –no meaning, no soul
Opposite- existentialism, philosophy of nothing.
Black existentialism= Universe against black folk
Colonialism- Africa> framework > cultural, scientific+ economic life.
AFRICAN PHILOSOPHY>Main thing= a response to problems+ troubles in Africa and the domination of western thought.
Ethnic, moral, political, wisdom philosophy.
· Pharoahs, Greeks + Romans expansions north Africa.
· St Augustine- western Christ church> belief original sin, salvation in Christ and church+ establishing God’s kingdom on earth.
· Moses the black
· Mid 20th century, post colonialism> African scholars developed social + economical philosophies, rejected capitalism and created socialism.
· Writtn philosophy roots- South sahara= anti coloanial struggle and challanges of post colonial reconstructions
Asks questions:	  > How understand universe, Who+ what is God?
· Who is my neighbour
· What is my duty- community
· How’s my community governed+ led?
Community= centre life, shares features> buddist ideas
Human community= vast, ever expanding> spiritual, pshychological, biological,emotional relations, includes unborn, living spirits- death, earth, mountains & sky.

CRITICAL THEORY> Method enquiry in philosophy> questions existing social, political, economic systems, Marxism, Influence way we think.
· CHANGING- SYSTM
· Origins German philosophy 1930’s (Nazism)
· Any form power struggle= dangerous+ destructive
· Famous version= Marxism> abolish inequalities> social + wealth.
· Form of social criticism.
· Influence philosophies + ideologies: Marxism, Feminism, Black rights movements, Postmodernist thinking, Socialism.
· Eg: Jesus, Moses, Mohammed, Karl Marx, Gautama Buddha.
· Help us> assss power, identify power + weaknesses, re-examine priorities, re-assess lives.
X     Fanatical, too simplistic, may lead to despair and violence, ignore human emotions+ desires, grim philosophy.
FEMINISM> Women denied basic human rights, men unworthy leaders> acts war,violence,abuse power relationships
Women= stability, harmony, culture.
>Group philosophies, women- different cultures+ societies = own feminism.
African Feminism> Western gender + white male domination – Africa, described as political, pragmatic. Reflexive, group orientated/ sisterhood.
British+ American Feminism> 1st + 2nd wave, 1848 in Seneca Falls NY, Lucreria Mott+ Elizabeth Lady Stanton> women – no vote, law run men> divorce, marriage, child custody.
1st wave> Right to vote + equal before law
European Feminism> Marxist + existentialist
Islamic Feminism> place – women in Islam + moral & spiritual equality to men.
All focus on: 
· Sexual stereotyping
· Creating bigger place- women in world
· Rejecting view women inferior to men.
Since 1990  SA reconstruction> non racist, non sexist
? men oppress women> religious + cultural beliefs> women subordinate – men in society and community, Survival instincts> consciously and unconsciously control over other people.
Links to> Critical rationalism (? Tradition), Critical theory> challenges power, Empiricism> look- reality objectively.
ISLAMIC FUNDAMENTALISM/ PATRIACHAL FUNDAMENTALISM>
