ANSWERING A TYPICAL PROPERTY QUESTION
This is just a guide formulated from previous notes of Property Law Lecturers on answering exam questions to give you a guide of how to approach a question*.
Assume that you are answering an essay of five paragraphs (approximating 2-3 pages in length.
In your first paragraph :
1. Answer the Question
2. Explain how you will back up your answer(what sources of law will you use to answer the question)
In each of the next 3 paragraphs :
1. Start by addressing what the paragraph will target
2. Offer examples (from your own knowledge or from the case)
3. Refer to the authority your examples are taken from
In the final paragraph :
1. Remind the marker what evidence you have used 
2. Finish by reminding the reader how you have answered the question

Practice Question
“ Since the advent of the Constitution , no one really knows what property is anymore”.Is there any longer a clearly identifiable idea of what the law of property entails? [20 marks]
