C. Albertyn Using Rights & the Law to Reduce Women’s Vulnerability to HIV/AIDS  [summary]
· Millions of ppl. living w/ HIV/AIDS → most live in Sub-Saharan Africa → worldwide → mostly men → in Africa → predominantly women.
· Indicate conc. Of HIV/AIDS w/in developing world & ┴ more vulnerable groups.
· Spread & extent of epidemic → directly related to global & national, social & economic inequalities.
· Vulnerability to being infected & affected → linked w/poverty & under-development → social, cultural & economic conditions influence frequency of risky sexual behaviour.
· Women & girl’s lack of control over their bodies → makes them vulnerable.
· ∆’ing sexual behaviour → at ┴ core of reducing HIV infection.
· Women disproportionately affected by HIV/AIDS → bear greater burden of care for ┴ sick → also, discriminatory manner in which they are treated → unequal ability to access affordable treatment & care.
· Women’s vulnerability to infection → influenced by multiple & converging levels of inequality & violations of their human rights.
· Male sexual behaviour & cultural norms about masculinity → shape their vulnerability to HIV/AIDS → simultaneously → women’s social & economic powerlessness frames their vulnerability.
· Vulnerability to HIV/AIDS → sexual, social, economic inequalities →also, race, class, urban/rural location, sexual orientation, religion, culture → vulnerability emerges from intersection poverty w/culture.
· PLWAs → most likely → poor African women → infection rates also high → monogamous married women → & other vulnerable groups → sex workers & migrant/refugee women.
· African women → HIV vulnerability → Apartheid → migrant labour system & disintegration of family life.
· Violence against females plays major role in spread of HIV.
· Poor women may resort to bartering sex for survival → in all realms.
· Inc’d unemployment & poverty → cause ‘emasculation’ & inc’d violences.
· Core of women’s vulnerability → extent to which they enjoy actual autonomy over their selves → physically, mentally, morally.
· Extent country committed to good governance & human rights → directly related to its capacity to address HIV/AIDS.
· TAC → NGO → state provide ARVs to pregnant women.
· Mandamus → order req’ing state to perform its functions → use to compel delivery of social welfare grants.
· Rights struggles → more successful in S.A. → pursued broad allegiance of organisations committed to clear goals & engaged in variety of legal & non-legal strategies.
· Critical → legal ∆ does not ∆ public understanding of an issue → let alone society’s attitude.
