E. Bonthuys  Obtaining a Get i.t.o. s5A of ┴ Divorce Act  [summary]
· Divorce only recognized in eyes of Jewish community → when husband gives wife a Jewish ecclesiastical bill of divorce → a ‘get’ → under supervision of ┴ Jewish Ecclesiastical Court → ┴ Beth Din.

· Husband refuses → wife remains married in community’s eyes → despite Civil divorce → any subsequent Civil marriages → regarded as adultery → children born from later Civil marriages → illegitimate i.t.o. Jewish laws → & may only marry other illegitimate Jewish ppl. or converts to Judaism.

· Jewish wife can refuse to accept ┴ get → therefore keeps her husband married to her i.t.o. Jewish law → v. rare → no reported cases.

· Reason? → Consequences of subsequent Civil marriages for men not religiously divorced → less severe → children born from such marriages → are legitimate → unless their mother’s also happen to be married to other men.

· I.o.t. prevent husband from refusing to grant ┴ get → have ANC or Civil divorce settlement → can oblige husband to deliver a get upon a Civil divorce.

· Problem for Jewish women wanting to obtain a religious & Civil divorce → judicial reluctance to assist women in obtaining a get → permits economic coercion of women by their husbands → who can insist wives reduce proprietary & maintenance claims, forgo custody of children or demand substantial sums of money in return for giving ┴ get.

· Beth Din, in JHB, can be v. helpful in ordering husband to comply → sympathetic to plight of women whose husbands refuse to deliver ┴ get → in Amar → crt volunteered to contribute to husband’s airfare to Israel i.o.t. obtain a divorce i.a.w. ┴ Sephardi rules of Judaism → or to effect ┴ attendance of a Sepahrdi rabbi in JHB. 
· ‘Ketuba’ → a stipulation in an ANC → not recognized by Orthodox Jews.
