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Ryde Municipal Council v Macquarie University 53 ALJR 179

Parts of a building erected in the grounds of Macquarie University were let to tenants who conducted retail shops, a travel centre, and branch banking businesses with a view to profit. The shops and banks principally served the convenience of the staff and students of the University but they were also open to the general public. Ryde Municipal Council issued a rate notice in respect of the whole of the land on which the building stood. The University sued the Council in the Equity Division of the Supreme Court of New South Wales for a declaration that the land was not ratable under the Local Government Act, 1919 (N.S.W.). Waddell J. made the declaration (1). The appeal by the Council to the Court of Appeal Division of the Supreme Court was dismissed (Glass and Mahoney JJ.A., Reynolds J.A. dissenting): Macquarie University v. Ryde Municipal Council (2). The Council then appealed to the High Court by special leave.
