RIGHT vs. CAPACITY
	Right
	· A relationship between a legal subject (person) and a legal object (tangible and intangible).

· A relationship between a legal subject and one or more legal subjects.

	Capacity
	Is the ability to become a legal subject (and obtain a right) based on certain influential factors (such as age, mental status etc). Honouring a contract is a right if the subject is granted a legal capacity (ability) by the law (i.e. contractual right).

	Private Law Rights
	Examples of rights under private law are:

· Personal rights

· Real rights

· Personality rights

· Intellectual rights

	Public Law Rights
	Examples of rights under public law are:

· Contractual rights

· Right to vote

· Right to education

The law grants someone this right based on factors of age and/or being of sound mind.

	Constitutional Rights
	These rights are base on the Bill of Rights under the Constitution. And example of such a right is Human Rights
