1 Prescribed Books for SCL1014
We continue to get enquiries from students about prescribed book/s for this course. There is no specific prescribed book in this course this year. To complete this module you will need the Study Guide, the Workbook, a DVD and tutorial letters. All these materials should be given or sent to all the students registered in the SCL1014 course. Items which are marked “out of stock” will be despatched to students by registered post from Pretoria as soon as they are available.

        Assignments
There are TWO compulsory assignments for SCL1014. These are multiple choice questions-based assignments which will be marked by a computer. All the mark reading sheets will be marked together a week after the due date. Therefore, if you submit your assignment early, you will have to wait for it to be marked with the rest.

Corrections
We have noticed that there are typing errors as regards Questions 6 and 10 assignment 02 of both First and Second semesters in your tutorial letter 101/2009. There is no correct answer in any of the given options in the said questions. (i) Assignment 02 of first semester (unique number 217150): The correct answer for question 6 is R4572-50. None of the given options (1-4) has this answer. The correct answer for question 10 is R2529-40. This amount does not appear in any of the given options (1-4). 
We have already communicated with the relevant Section (Examination/Assignments) to make sure that the mark reading system “ignores” these questions so that students are not, as a result of these errors, unfairly disadvantaged. This suggests that the two questions will not count towards the assignment mark. The same applies to questions 6 and 10 of assignment 02 of second semester. (ii) Assignment 02 of second semester (unique number 218329): The correct answer for question 6 is R10 260. The options (1-4) given there do not have this answer. The correct answer for question 10 is R2586-80. None of the given options (1-4) has this answer.
4 Discussion Classes and Satellite Broadcast

You will be notified of the exact dates on which we will visit each of these areas in due course. We urge you to make an effort to attend a discussion class at the area nearest to you.
